ICICI Bank’s QIP credit positive: Moody's

New Delhi,
Lending major ICICI
Bank’s allotment of shares
via qualified institutional
placement (QIP) to raise Rs
15,000 crore in equity capi-
talis credit positive, Moody'’s
Investors Service said on
Thursday.

In a news and analysis
note, it said the allotment
willimprove the bank’s capi-
tal position.

“This is an important
development because the
ongoing economic slow-
down exacerbated by the
disruptions from the
coronavirus outbreak, will
have a negative effect on
the bank’s asset quality and
pressure profitability and
capital,” the note said.

“We estimate that the
capital raise will result in a
170 basis points in the con-
solidated Common Equity
Tier 1 (CET1) ratio from 13.4
per cent at the end of June
2020, after including profit
for the June quarter.”

In addition to this equity
raise, the bank also raised
additional capital through a
part sale of its subsidiaries.

In June 2020, it sold a
1.50 percentage point stake
in ICICI Prudential Life Insur-
ance and a 3.96 percentage
point stake in ICIC| General
Life Insurance, collectively
raising Rs 30.9 billion.

The bank still retains
majority ownership in these
two entities.

“The bank has also been
making forward-looking
credit provisions for poten-
tial asset-quality stress
driven by the coronavirus
driven economic disrup-
tion,” the note said.

“Such provisos now
amount to 1.3 per cent of
loans, which is amongst the
highest within the rated In-
dian banks. Although the
countrywide lockdown in
India has been lifted, eco-
nomic activity is still sub-
dued,and daily infections of
coronavirus remain high.”

As a result of these dis-
ruptions, “we estimate that
GDP in fiscal 2020 (ending
March 2021) will contract by
four per cent”This will be
the weakest economic per-
formance in the past four
decades and will have a sig-

nificant near-term effect on
the cash flow of bank bor-
rowers and, consequently,
their ability to repay loans.
We expect that the most af-
fected loan segments will be
retail and small and me-
dium-sized enterprises,”the
note said."As is the case with
other rated private sector
banks, ICICI has a large ex-
posure to retail loans which
account for 63 per cent of its
loan book,including agricul-
ture loans, a key risk.”

Consequently, the en-
hanced capital buffers will
support the bank’s credit
profile in these times of eco-
nomic uncertainty.

Additionally, the bank'’s
core profitability buffer re-
main strong with pre-provi-
sion income (adjusted for
one-off gains) for the quar-
ter ending June 2020 at 2.5
per cent (annualised).

“The bank also has prof-
itable stakes in its subsidiar-
ies, most notably in insur-
ance companies, which can
be liquidated if unforeseen
capital needs arise,although
this is not part of our
basecase scenario.”

The US dollar strengthened in late trading on
Wednesday as market participants pored through the
newly-released meeting minutes from the Federal
Reserve.The dollar index, which measures the green-
back against six major peers, increased 0.66 per cent
at 92.8861.
